OF PENITENTIARY CAMP SOSNOVKA

Like all honest people that are brutally persecuted in USSR for their views, we, political prisoners of a special regime, hear the principles of Carter’s government policy with hope and admiration. This policy of prescience and humanism… sacrifice to mercenary… pragmatic reasons… drain the cup of Soviet “humanism” and “democracy”. We, rotting in prison cells for many years, like no other know the real price of Soviet hypocrisy and brutality. We are defenders of a free world. Our fate is the unfortunate prototype of the fate that is in store for all free Western peoples if multifaceted Soviet expansion is not put to an end.
